Paula loves reading, but an eye condition 
has made what was once a relaxing pastime 
frustrating. Then a friend mentioned Sight 
Airedale, a local charity based in Keighley. 
There, she tried a device that let her read 
electronic books with adjustable text size, 
and an app that read printed materials 
aloud.
Sight Airedale is a local independent 
charity supporting people across Keighley, 
Bingley, Skipton, Cross Hills, Silsden and 
Ilkley. They help people who are blind 
or partially sighted, or who have eye 
conditions such as macular degeneration, 
glaucoma or diabetic retinopathy that make 
reading standard text difficult, even with 
glasses.
Paula visited the Daily Living Shop at 31 
Scott Street, Keighley (behind the library). 
She tried products designed to make life 
with sight loss easier, including a talking Air 
Fryer, and received private advice on issues 

such as lighting.
She also tried a USB Talking Book player, 
giving her access to the charity’s library of 
over 2,000 titles. Books are posted to her 
on a USB drive, listened to, then returned 
free of charge. Staff can also choose books 
for her based on favourite authors.
The charity’s Technology Service helped 
her use her laptop by suggesting a large-key 
keyboard and simple setting changes. She 
later watched a tutorial on the charity’s 
YouTube channel about screen magnifier 
software.
The Keighley Social Centre, held at Sight 
Airedale on the first and third Thursdays of 
the month, gives Paula support from others 
with sight loss. Having someone say, “I get 
that too,” really helps.
To find out more about Sight Airedale 
or book a visit to the Daily Living 
Shop, call 01535 602354, Monday to 
Thursday, 9.30 am to 12.30 pm.

Before looking forward, it’s worth pausing 
to reflect on what a memorable 2025 it 
was for the railway. My sincere thanks go 
to everyone who travelled with us during 
the year, whether for a quiet countryside 
journey, a special event, or one of our 
major highlights. We were proud to be 
involved with Bradford 2025 City of 
Culture, welcoming visitors travelling to 
experience The Railway Children in the 
very landscape that inspired the story. We 
rounded off the year in tremendous style 
with our sell-out festive events, which once 
again showed the enduring appeal of steam 
railways for families and enthusiasts alike.
 
The year ended on a real high note with 
the transformation of our Water Tower 
into a new Visitor Centre being recognised 
nationally. The project was awarded 
the Greater Anglia Volunteers’ Award 
at the 2025 National Railway Heritage 
Awards, a fantastic achievement and a 
testament to the dedication, skill, and 
sheer hard work of our volunteer teams. 

Looking ahead, trains will be running every 
weekend throughout the year, supported by 
a regular and varied programme of events. 
We begin with daily services during the 
February Half Term from 14 to 22 February, 
followed by our popular Mother’s Day 
Special, featuring a round trip on the railway 
and a two-course meal at The Old Parcels 
Office. One of the highlights of the spring 
will be our four-day Steam Gala Extravaganza 
from 19 to 22 March, which will feature 
visiting locomotives 5029 Nunney Castle 
and 34046 Braunton, alongside our home 
fleet.
 
Alongside these events, we are also turning 
our attention to the next round of essential 
maintenance and overhaul work. Planned 
projects include track renewals, building 
repairs, and the many behind-the-scenes 
tasks required to keep a 150-plus-year-old 
railway operating safely and reliably. This is a 
never-ending commitment, demanding both 
significant funding and countless volunteer 
hours, with months of planning needed to 
deliver each project.

Everyday Help

  Just before Christmas, 
  I met a friend for lunch in

Leeds.  I had a a shepherd's pie made with 
lamb keema curry and lentils mashed into the 
potato.  It was really good.  This is my attempt 
at copying it.  I hope you enjoy it as much 
as I do.  I like to serve it with a homemade 
tomato sauce but gravy works just as well.  
This is really filling, comforting and warming 
on a cold wintery evening.
Ingredients  (serves 4)
For the filling:
3 tablespoons of sunflower oil
1 medium onion, peeled and chopped
6 garlic cloves, peeled and finely chopped
1 thumb length piece of fresh ginger, peeled & 
grated
1 green chilli, finely chopped
1 teaspoon of ground cumin
1 teaspoon of ground coriander
¼ teaspoon chilli powder
750g minced lamb
300ml water
300g frozen peas
1 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons lemon juice
1 teaspoon garam masala
For the mash topping:
200g red split lentils, rinsed
500ml water
2 slices of ginger about the thickness of £1 coin
½ teaspoon ground turmeric
750g floury potatoes, peeled and cut into large 
chunks
75g butter, Salt to taste

Method
Start with the filling, heat the oil in a large 
frying or saute pan and chuck in your 
onions, fry, stirring often until starting to 
colour, then tip in the garlic.  Stir for a 
minute or two before adding your ginger, 
green chilli, cumin, coriander and chilli 
powder.  Give another quick stir then lob in 
the lamb.
Fry, stirring frequently till the lamb is 
browned then pour in your water.  Bring to 
a gentle simmer, turn the heat to the lowest 
possible setting then cover and leave to 
cook slowly for 30 minutes.
Finally, add the peas, lemon juice and garam 
one and the peas masala.  Cook uncovered 
until almost all the liquid has gone and the 
peas are cooked.
Turn off the heat and set to one side.
Now put the lentils in a pan and pour over 
the water and bring to a simmer, skimming 
off any scum from the surface.  Now add 
the sliced ginger and turmeric powder and 
simmer gently, uncovered for 20-30 minutes, 
stirring occasionally, until the lentils are 
fully cooked.  It needs to be quite a thick 
porridge type consistency.  Once cooked, 
fish out the slices of ginger.
Whilst your lentils are cooking, bring a large 
pan of salted water to the boil and carefully 
add your potatoes.  Boil for approximately 
20 minutes until the potatoes have lobbed 
then drain and mash well with your butter.  
Now tip in your lentil mixture, stir well to 
mix thoroughly and season to taste with 
salt.
Finally, preheat your oven to 180C and 
assemble your pie as you would for a 
normal shepherds or cottage pie.  Lamb 
filling first in an appropriately sized oven 
proof pot, topping with the potato and 
lentil mash and levelling using the back of a 
fork.   Bake in the oven for 20-30 minutes 
until the topping is nice and golden.
