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Regeneration money matters. But it 
must be released to deliver reward. 

People across Keighley and the Worth 
Valley were rightly delighted when the 
previous Government awarded our area 
£33.6 million through the Towns Fund back 
in 2022, one of the largest regeneration 
investments in decades. It was a major 
vote of confidence in Keighley, Haworth 
and the Worth Valley, designed to support 
transformational projects across our 
community. For once, our area was not 
overlooked. Local organisations and 
community leaders made a strong case for 
regeneration, and the Government backed 
that ambition with real funding.

But funding is only useful if it reaches its 
intended projects in a timely manner and 
doesn’t get snared up and held back. That is 
why I will keep pressing until all our Town’s 
Fund money is released in full to great 
local projects such as the regeneration of 
Haworth Village Hall and the building of the 
new stand at Keighley Cougars. 

Haworth Village Hall has stood at the heart 
of village life for years, hosting scouts, 
performances, and community groups. Yet 
despite £1.1 million being allocated back in 
2022, the project is still yet to receive all 
the funds it was promised, with our money 
being held back by Bradford Council. 

I can’t praise enough our excellent team 
of local community champions led by Ben 
Ogden, who form the Trust of Haworth 
Village Hall. They have been working 
relentlessly to save our community 

asset and ensure the regeneration funds 
promised, are received. We are finally 
getting there, and progress is slowly being 
made. The next tranche of £75,000 has now 
been released by Bradford Council, but 
there is still a long way to go. It shouldn’t 
take this long, and I will be ensuring all 
the funds are rightly released as soon as 
possible.

The same applies to Keighley Cougars 
who were awarded £2.25 million in 2022 
to modernise the Danny Jones Stand. 
The Cougars have been at the heart of 
Keighley’s community for over 150 years 
standing as a genuine source of local pride. 
This investment was designed to deliver 
benefits far beyond just rugby: with updated 
seating, classrooms, meeting areas, and a 
community gym for residents. Yet despite

all this, with plans being well and truly in place, 
Bradford Council still cite “deliverability issues” 
regarding the funding. Four years on and the 
funds still have not been released. 

This is not good enough. The longer projects 
are delayed, the greater the risk that public 
confidence in regeneration itself - erodes. And 
these are just two of many delayed Towns Fund 
Projects I have cited. 

I will continue pushing Bradford Council, 
government Ministers, and all relevant bodies 
to ensure our funding is released. The money 
was secured for our communities. Local 
people were promised 
investment. They 
deserve to see 
it delivered.

Haworth Village Hall is among a number of 
regeneration projects frustrated by slow progress 
and bureaucratic hurdles.

Behind the scenes at the Museum

On the 29th of June 1854 Charlotte Brontë 
married the Reverand Arthur Bell Nicholls 
in a small ceremony at St Michael’s and 
All Angels Church in Haworth. She was 
accompanied by her two friends Margaret 
Wooler and Ellen Nussey. Her father, 
Reverand Patrick Brontë, had decided that 
morning that he would stay home and not 
attend the ceremony. He claimed that this 
decision was caused by ill health, although 
some think that Patrick just didn’t feel able to 
give away his remaining daughter. Charlotte’s 
marriage to Arthur was largely a happy time 
in her life but, sadly, their time together 
was short and nine months later Charlotte 
passed away aged just 38. 
In my opinion, one of the most poignant 
items in the Brontë Parsonage Museum 
collection is Charlotte’s wedding bonnet. 
It’s a lasting symbol of a happy and hopeful 
time in Charlotte’s life which came after so 
much grief. It’s also one of the only personal 

mementoes of her wedding day, her wedding 
dress was destroyed by Arthur Bell Nicholl’s 
niece, who was bequeathed the dress upon 
Arthur’s death on the condition that she 
would burn it before she herself died. 
While Charlotte’s wedding dress was 
relatively plain, made from muslin and 
with very few of the fashionable frills 
and flounces, her bonnet was very much 
in-keeping with Victorian tastes for heavy 
adornment.
Purchased from a millinery shop named 
Hunt and Hall in Leeds, the bonnet was 
constructed on a wire frame covered with 
cream satin and sheets of machine-made 
lace, and lavishly decorated with hand 
crafted silk flowers. The bonnet is now 
somewhat faded after so many years, but 
it’s still clear to see how striking it must 
have been when it was newly bought. On 
the bonnet, Charlotte also wore a short, 
embroidered tulle and lace bonnet veil, 
which also survives. Lace, as it does for so 
many brides today, played a large role in 
Charlotte’s bridal outfit. 
This month at the Museum we’re learning 
more about techniques of lacemaking with 
a workshop led by professional lacemaker 
Catherine Lillie. This interactive workshop 
will introduce you to the basic techniques 
and equipment of bobbin lacemaking. You 
will start by learning how to wind bobbins, 
and then you’ll practice the basic stitches 
(whole stitch and half stitch) and combine 
them for different effects. You’ll have 
individual support and be able to take home 
your creation at the end. The workshop is 
aimed at those with no prior experience 
of lacemaking, and all equipment will be 
provided for you.

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Ingredients
½ cup dried coarse bulgur wheat
1 cup boiling water
250ml extra virgin olive oil
50ml lemon juice
1 large garlic clove, minced
1 teaspoon sea salt (if using table salt, 
use ½ teaspoon)
½ teaspoon ground coriander
½ teaspoon ground cinnamon
3 cups finely chopped fresh flat-leaf 
parsley (approximately 3 bunches)
½ cup finely chopped fresh mint
2 spring onions, finely sliced
½ large cucumber, peeled, deseeded 
and cut into a small dice
2 large tomatoes, finely diced
Freshly ground black pepper

Method
Firstly, bring the water to the boil in a 
small pan.
Once boiling, remove from the heat, 
add the bulgur wheat, stir once or 
twice, cover and set aside for 20 
minutes.
Meanwhile, take a large mixing bowl 
and add the olive oil, lemon juice, garlic, 
salt, coriander and cinnamon. Whisk 
together well, then add the parsley, 
mint, spring onions, cucumber and 
tomatoes. Using a wooden spoon, stir 
everything together thoroughly.
Finally, stir in about a cup of the cooked 
bulgur wheat. Personal taste plays a part 
here: some people prefer to add more 
bulgur wheat, while I prefer it herbier, 
so use your own judgement.

  Now that barbecue 
  season is upon us, this
  salad makes a great 

accompaniment to grilled chicken, lamb, 
pork or fish. I find it’s best made a few 
hours ahead, or even the day before,  
to allow the flavours to harmonise. Try 
to buy your herbs from a local market, 
greengrocer or farm shop; they’re 
usually far cheaper and better quality 
than the overpriced little plastic sachets 
most of the national supermarket chains 
try to fob us off with.
I’ve given many of the measurements 
in cups, which I don’t really like using, 
but in this instance it works best. 
I once gave this recipe to a friend 
using “bunches” as a measure, only to 
discover her greengrocer’s idea of a 
bunch was a lot smaller than mine!
Finally, the secret to this dish is to 
chop the parsley and mint as finely as 
possible, and to use a good quality 
olive oil.
