Extraordinary Portraits are on show 
at Loading Bay in the city centre (until

independent shops, cafés and exhibition 
spaces.
This year marks 25 years of Saltaire 
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, 
where heritage and creativity continue to 
sit side by side. Visitors can take part in 
workshops at The Little Craft House 
or create their own pottery keepsake at 
Salts Pots.
Here in the Worth Valley, creativity is 
already part of everyday life. Haworth’s 
moorland landscape continues to 
inspire walkers and artists, while the 
Brontë Parsonage Museum brings 

the period to life through demonstrations 
of traditional crafts including lace making 
and Victorian hair jewellery. 
Haworth Festival adds a contemporary 
layer, celebrating the village as a living 
creative community with music, literature, 
theatre and workshops. Why not take 
part, try a pottery session at The 
Classroom at Cobbles & Clay, join 
community activity at South Square in 
Thornton, or simply 
challenge yourself to 
visit familiar places 
with fresh eyes?
Beside the River 
Wharfe, Ilkley 
offers independent

It’s certainly feeling like summer here at the 
Brontë Parsonage Museum, and we’ve got plenty 
in store to keep the whole family entertained, and 
lots of events which you can pop in to for free 
when you visit the Museum.
We’re very excited to be taking 
part in this year’s Bradford 
Heritage Festival, between 
Monday 13th and Sunday 
19th July. We’ll be hosting a 
daily guided walk up to 
Penistone Hill where you 
can be inspired by the very same 
landscape that was so beloved by the Brontës and 
explore the remnants of the area’s industrial past.
We’ll also be joined by storyteller Sophia 
Hatfield on Wednesday 15th July, who 
will be performing her unique take on local tales 
and folklore with music, costumes, and props! 
Plus, Thursday, 16th July you can take a trip 
back to 1848 and A Saunter Round the 
Sights (and a Canter up the Cobbles) 
with the Brontës own faithful servant Tabby 
Ackroyd and Haworth grave-digger 

John Brown.  This outdoor performance 
brings history to life, starting from the Brontë 
Parsonage Museum and heading out to the 
churchyard and the cobbles at the top of Main 

Street.  On Saturday 1st 
August, we’ll be joined again by 
conceptual artist and historian 
Donna Lowson who will 
be demonstrating techniques 
used in creating Victorian hair 
jewellery. Plus, on Saturday 
15th August we’ll be joined 
by lacemaker Catherine Lillie, 

who recently led a sold-out workshop at the 
Museum. Catherine will be showcasing the art 
of bobbin lacemaking.

This is probably the easiest recipe I'll ever 
write – there's no cooking involved! It's 
perfect for hot summer evenings, just like 
the one I'm writing this on.
The secret is to use really ripe, large 
tomatoes and a good quality extra virgin 
olive oil. You can use red wine vinegar if 
that's what you have, but sherry vinegar 
really does make a difference. I also like 
to save a little of the tomato, pepper and 
cucumber, finely chopped, to sprinkle over 
the top with an extra drizzle of olive oil.
You'll often find gazpacho served with 
croutons in restaurants. Feel free to add 
them if you like, though they're not really to 
my taste.
Serves 4–6, depending on appetite and what 
you're serving it with.
Ingredients
75g stale bread, soaked in cold water for 
20–30 minutes
1kg large, very ripe tomatoes, halved
2 large red peppers, deseeded and roughly 
chopped
2 cloves garlic, peeled
1 cucumber, peeled, deseeded and roughly 
chopped

150ml good quality extra virgin olive oil
3 tbsp sherry vinegar
1–2 tsp sea salt, to taste
Method
Scoop the pulp and seeds from the tomatoes 
into a large sieve set over a bowl. Push as 
much of the juice and pulp through the sieve 
as you can, then discard the seeds and rinse 
the sieve;  you'll need it again later.
Squeeze the water from the soaked bread 
and add it to the tomato juice. Add the 
tomatoes, peppers, garlic, cucumber, olive oil, 
sherry vinegar and salt, then give everything 
a good mix.
Working in batches, blend the mixture in a 
liquidiser or food processor until smooth, 
then pour it through the clean sieve into 
your serving bowl. You may need to help 
it through with the back of a spoon or a 
spatula.
Cover and chill in the fridge for at least a 
couple of hours. Before serving, check the 
consistency. If it's a little thicker than you'd 
like, simply stir in a splash of ice-cold water.
Serve in chilled soup bowls, topped with 
the reserved chopped tomato, pepper and 
cucumber, and finish with a final drizzle of 
olive oil.
